The MWC activity is open to all HAMs and SWLs worldwide to remember all those friends who left us forever.
1 Date & time:

The activity repeated monthly:

· band 2m, MIXED (both CW & PHONE) round - each 1st Monday of the month, 

· band 6m, MIXED (both CW & PHONE) round - each 2nd Monday of the month, 

· band 80m, SSB round - each 3rd Monday of the month, 

· band 80m, CW round - each 4th Monday of the month, 

Always from 16:00 till 16:59 UTC. Each year volume of the MWC activity starts in April and ends in March the following year.
2 Frequency band and recommended frequencies/bands:

Observe the IARU rules and recommendations.

· band 2m: both CW & SSB: Activity centre 144.215 MHz, recommended band 145.200 - 144.230 MHz
· FM - standard FM channels

· band 6m: both CW & SSB: Activity centre 50.215 MHz, recommended band 50.200 - 50.230 MHz
· band 80m: CW: 3520 - 3560 kHz, SSB: 3700 - 3770 kHz
Everything else according to IARU rules and recommendations.
3 Categories: 

3.1 Band

· Single band 2 m

· Single band 6 m

· Single band 80 m
The results are evaluated for each band separately.
3.2 Power

· QRP: output power max. 5 W (or PA input max. 10 W)
· LOW POWER: output power max. 100W while national limits are observed
3.3 Station location
Every antennas used in the contest must be located inside a circle of radius 500m. Every receiver(s) and transmitter(s) connected to the antennas may be controlled directly or remotely. 
3.4 Operator

· SINGLE-OP

4 CQ: 
· CW:
CQ MWC, 
· SSB:
Activity MWC (Aktivita  MWC)
5 Exchange: 
· PHONE: RS + serial number beginning with 001 (e.g. 59 022), on the VHF add WW locator (e.g. 59 022 JO70VA)
· CW: RST + serial number beginning with 001 (e.g. 599 022), on the VHF add WW locator (e.g. 599 022 JO70VA)
6 Points and resulting score:
6.1 Valid contact
As valid contacts count those where records in both logs correspond correctly to call signs and exchanges and where the recorded contest times differ no more than 3 minutes. The same station can be worked at each round only once (on the VHF regardless of operation mode). 

When the log of a station is not available the contact with the station counts only when the same call-sign appears in at least three logs. On the 2 & 6 m bands this rule may be moderated according to the number of contestants.
6.2 HF
A valid contact counts one point.
Multipliers:
The last letter of the worked station's call-sign suffix (e.g. a multiplier for call-signs SP1AX, DL/OK1AAX, OM1GX/P is the letter X). Each multiplier counts once only, so the maximum number of multipliers is 26. The resulting score is a product of the number of valid contacts and the number of multipliers. The multipliers for invalid contacts do not count. The multipliers shall not be shown in the log; the evaluation software determines them on its own.
6.3 VHF

Each kilometre of the distance between both stations (QRB) counts one point. A contact inside the same WW locator counts one point. The QRB shall not be shown in the log; the evaluation software determines it on its own. There are no multipliers on the VHF.
7 Evaluation
7.1 Round evaluation

Each category (see paragraph 3) is evaluated separately. Resulting order is descending according to the achieved score. Stations with equal scores have also equal order.
7.2 Annual evaluation
Each annual volume of the MWC is evaluated separately for each category (see paragraph 3) as a sum of all monthly results for each contestant. The annual general sequence is obtained from these sums in descending order. Stations with equal scores have also equal order.
7.3 Awards

The awards are issued on the basis of the annual evaluation. Where there were at least 10 participants evaluated in a category then the first three will receive an award. For a lower number of contestants the number of issued awards decreases appropriately.
Stations at any other places can receive an award provided they reimburse the shipping expenses. Ask contest organiser for details.

8 Logs 
The contestant is responsible for his/her log. 
8.1 Log format
Electronic logs only are accepted in formats CABRILLO, EDI and the simplified CSV format (see paragraph 11). 
Use your call sign as the file name with one of the following extensions:
· CBR, LOG, TXT (for logs in CABRILLO format)
· EDI (for logs in EDI format)

· CSV (for logs in simplified format)
Use of an improper extension can damage you as well as the stations you worked.
Logs in other formats, logs with other extensions or logs exceeding 50 kByte will be refused. 
8.2 Deadline
Logs are accepted up to 7 days after begin of the relevant round.
8.3 Log forwarding
The logs are uploaded by means of an interactive form http://www.hamradio.cz/ok1wc/memorial/index.php. 

In case a problem occurs, send your log as an enclosure to an e-mail addressed to:

· memorial.ssb (at) gmail.com for SSB & PHONE logs.
· memorial.cw (at) gmail.com for CW logs.
Please use your own call sign (e.g. OK1XYZ) as a subject of the e-mail. In the e-mail, describe the problem that disabled you to send your log the standard way.
9 Penalization
The only way to penalize a participant of the MWC activity is their disqualification in the relevant lap. It can be applied by the contest organiser for rough violation of the hamspirit, these rules or the rules for ham radio station operation as issued by the respective national authority (PTT etc.).
The above rule can be applied also when the log of a station contains too many errors that can damage other contest participants.

By participation in the MWC activity the participant declares they will observe all above mentioned rules and accept decisions of the contest organiser. By sending the log, the participant declares that they kept these rules and the rules for ham radio station operation as issued by the respective national authority.

The contest organiser decision is ultimate.

11 Notes to the logs

The evaluation software processes the logs from the MWC formatted as Cabrillo 2 or 3, EDI and the simplified logs CSV. The software is sensitive to formal correctness of the processed logs.

11.1 Cabrillo logs (both version 2 and 3)
Show the contest band in CATEGORY: or  CATEGORY-BAND: variable as 80M, 6M, or 2M. A check log shall be indicated as CATEGORY: CHECKLOG or as CATEGORY-OPERATOR: CHECKLOG. The evaluation software will also recognize the word CHECKLOG in the CLAIMED-SCORE: line.
11.1.1 A HF template for Cabrillo
In the QSO section on HF, the frequency is shown in kHz, either the real frequency or the frequency of the band begin..

11.2 EDI logs
A check-log in EDI format is marked as PSect=CHECK. 
Only certain items of the EDI log are used in the MWC: 
PCall, PSect, PWWLo,
[QSORecords;Number of QSO records following] 
Date;Time;Call;Mode code;Sent-RST;Sent QSO number;Received-RST;Received QSO number;Received exchange;Received-WWL;

All other items may be filled up, too but the present evaluation software will ignore them in the meantime..  

11.3 Logs in simplified format
Check-log: Use the abbreviation CHK instead of the power category.
11.4 Logs in simplified format CSV for HF
Each line of the simplified log for HF consists of the following items:

UTC;Power;Own call-sign;Sent exchange;Worked call-sign;Received exchange. 

Use abbreviations QRP, QRO (or LOW) your power category and CHK for check-log. Other items are self-explaining. Place each contact on one line.

11.4.1 Logs in simplified format CSV for VHF
Each line of the simplified log for VHF consists of the following items: 

UTC;Power;Own call-sign;Sent exchange;Own WW locator;Worked call-sign;Received exchange;Received WW locator. 

Use abbreviations QRP, QRO (or LOW) your power category and CHK for check-log. Other items are self-explaining. Place each contact on one line.

11.4.2 How to create a log in simplified format CSV
Use any simple plain-text editor. Even the aged EDIT under DOS will work. Of course, the Notepad under windows is more comfortable. Even you can use the Word, you only need to save the result as a plain text. When saved, change its extension to CSV. 

Also Excel creates the CSV files automatically, you write simply 6 or 8 columns table (HF or VHF) and instead of save use command Save as - and select file type CSV. 
Use your own call-sign as the file title and extension CSV (e.g. OK1XXX.CSV).
